EIFFEL

La tour Eiffel est un des monuments les
plus célebre dans le monde. Elle se
trouve & Paris en bordure de la Seine. La
tour Eiffel est une tour de fer puddlé de
330 m2 de hauteur. Le fer de la tour Eiffel
a subi un traitement d'affinage qu'on
appelle le puddiage, permettant de
retirer I'excédent de carbone au moment
de la fonte du minerai. Ce traitement
permettait d’obtenir un fer pratiguement
pur, qui était, du point de vue de Gustave
Eiffel a I'époque, le meilleur et le plus
robuste des matériaux. Pour le protéger
de la corrosion, le fer est recouvert d'une
€paisse couche de peinture, qui doit étre
renouvelée tous les 7 ans.

Elle a été construite en deux ans par
Gustave Eiffel et ses collaborateurs pour
I'Exposition universelle de Paris de 1889,
célébrant le centenaire de la Révolution
francgaise, et initialement nommée « Tour
de 300 metres », elle est devenue le
symbole de la capitale frangaise et un
site  touristique de premier plan.
Actuellement, C'est aussi un des
monuments le plus visité par les touristes
du monde entier. En 2016, elle a témoiné
59 millions de visiteurs. Depuis son
ouverture au public, elle a accueilli plus
de 300 millions de visiteurs. Mais sa
fréquentation s'érode rapidement ; la
tour Eiffel ne connaitra véritablement un
succés massif et constant qu'a partir des
années 1960, avec lessor du tourisme
international.

EIFFEL
TOWER

The Eiffel Tower is one of the most
famous monuments in the world. It is
located in Paris on the bank of the river
Seine. The Eiffel Tower is an iron tower
330m high. The iron from the Eiffel
Tower underwent a refining treatment
called puddling, allowing excess
carbon to be removed when the ore
was melted. This treatment made it
possible to obtain practically pure iron,
which was, from the point of view of
Gustave Eiffel at the time, the best and
most robust material. To protect it
from corrosion, the iron is covered with
a thick layer of paint, which must be
renewed every 7 years.

It was built in two years by Gustave
Eiffel and his collaborators for the 1889
Paris Universal Exhibition, celebrating
the centenary of the French Revolution,
and initially named the "300-meter
Tower", it became the symbol of the
French capital and a leading tourist
site. Currently, it is also one of the most
visited monuments by tourists from all
over the world. In 2016, it witnessed 5.9
million visitors. Since its opening to the
public, it has welcomed more than 300
million visitors. But its attendance is
rapidly eroding; the Eiffel Tower did not
truly experience massive and constant
success until the 1960s, with the rise of
international tourism.

La pose des
fondations & elle seule a pris deux ans et il a fallu 30
ans pour la construire. La course cycliste du Tour de
France se termine chagque année & proximité et le
défilé militaire annuel marquant le 14 juillet, connu @
la fois sous le nom de Féte nationale frangaise,
commence son voyage 4 l'arc.

Arc de
Triomphe

The Arc de Triomphe is one of the most
famous monuments in Paris, France. It is also
known as: Arc de Triomphe de etoile. It was
designed by Jean-Frangois-Thérése Chalgrin,
The Arc de Triomphe honors those who
fought and died for France in the French
Revolutionary and Napoleonic Wars, with the
names of all French victories and generals
inscribed on its inner and outer surfaces,
Beneath its vault lies the Tomb of the
Unknown Soldier from World War I. The Arc de
Triomphe is located on the right bank of the
Seine at the center of a dodecagonal
configuration of twelve radiating avenues. It
stands at the western end of the Champs-
Elysées, at the center of Place Charles de
Gaulle. It was commissioned in 1806, after the
victory at Austerlitz by Emperor Napoleon at
the peak of his fortunes. Laying the
foundations alone took two years and it took
30 years to be built completely. The Tour de
France bicycle race ends near it each year,
and the annual military parade marking 14
July—known as French National Day and
Bastille Day—begins its journey at the arch. In
addition, victory parades have also
frequently marched past the arch in the past.
The arch is (50 meters high and 45 meters
wide).

Le musée du Louvre est un musée d'art national situé a Paris, en France. Il
est le plus grand musée a Paris.

Le 10 aott 1793, le musée a ouvert officiellement ses portes
avec une exposition de 537 tableaux, dont la plupart ont été acquis par des
moyens royaux ou confisqués & [Eglise. Sous le régne de Napoléon, la
collection s'est agrandie et continue de s'enrichir sous les régnes de Louis
XVIIl et de Charles X. Actuellement, la collection est répartie entre huit
départements : Antiquités égyptiennes, Antiquités du Proche-Orient,
Antiquités grecques, étrusques et romaines, Art islamique, Sculpture, Arts
décoratifs, Peintures, Gravures et Dessins.

The Louvre Museum is national art museum situated in
Paris, France. It is the biggest museum in Paris. Earlier the
museum of Louvre was the palace of the kings but now it
has been a world-renowned museum for the last two
centuries. It is built in an area of more than 40 hectares,
in the heart of Paris and on the right bank of the river
Seine. In front of it, in the center of courtyard of Napoleon,
there is a pyramid made up of glass which was
U constructed by Chinese American architect leoh Ming
Pei.
There are around 6000 European paintings by the
painters like Renoir, Van Gogh et Leonardo da Vinci. It
serves as the residence for numerous iconic Western Art
S masterpieces, such as the renowned Mona Lisa and the
Venus de Milo.
The museum is located within the Louvre Palace,
originally constructed during the late 12th to 13th century.
On August 10, 1793, the museum was officially opened
with an exhibition showcasing 537 paintings, the majority
of which were acquired through royal means or
confiscated from the Church. Under Napoleon's rule, the
collection expanded and continued to grow during the
U reigns of Louis XVII and Charles X. Currently, the
collection is divided among eight curatorial
departments, covering Egyptian Antiquities, Near Eastern
Antiguities, Greek, Etruscan, and Roman Antiquities,
M Islamic Art, Sculpture, Decorative Arts, Paintings, Prints
and Drawings.
